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As always the number one priority in device use is communicative interaction. However, the more familiar the student is with the location of the vocabulary the more efficient their communication will be. The following are suggestions for activities which will allow students to become more familiar with device vocabulary in a fun and motivating way.
· Alphabet Hunt – have student search for words alphabetically. Find an “A” word, find a “B” word, and so on.

· Category Hunt – have student search for words by category. Example - Find 5 fruits, 5 means of transportation, 5 things you wear, etc.

· Grammar Hunt – student searches for words based on their part of speech. Example - nouns, verbs, describing words, etc.

· Spelling Word Hunt – have student search for their spelling words in the device.

· Curriculum Hunt – have student search for words related to Science, Math, History, etc.
· Scavenger Hunt – have student go around the room and locate the words for items he “finds”.
· Holiday Hunt – student searches in device for words related to an upcoming holiday.
· Timed Hunt – have student find as many _____words as they can in 1 minute.

· Synonym Hunt – student finds words that are similar in meaning. Example - Find a word that means “happy”.

· Antonym Hunt – search for words that mean the opposite. Example – Find the opposite of “open”.
